WHAT ISAN ARTICULATED COURSE?

An “Articulated Course” isahigh school coursethat is essentially the same as a course offered at
Forsyth Tech. This meansthat, if a student takes that course in high school and receivesaB or
better, Forsyth Tech will give the student advanced standing credit for the course when the
student enrolls at Forsyth Tech. By taking articulated courses, a student can earn credits and get a
Forsyth Tech degree sooner.

DOES THE STUDENT HAVE TO DO ANYTHING ELSE?
