So what is TechLink?  TechLink is a 

Web site affiliated with Forsyth 
Technical Community College that 
can be accessed by all students us-

ing their unique login I.D.   
  

Once logged in, you will see a 
place for you to set up/check your 

student E-mail, college announce-
ments, an academic calendar, and 

various tabs that can direct you to 
almost any department or service 
offered by Forsyth Tech.   

  
Also, on the top right of the home 

screen is an online orientation which 
features videos of how to best opti-

mize your student learning experi-
ence. 

  
Further down on the right-hand side 
of the screen is the web advisor 

box.  The web advisor allows you to 
check your grades, transcript, and 

schedule, and even register for clas-
ses!   

  
That’s right, no more waiting in 

those long lines hoping the classes 
you need don’t fill up before you 

are called.  Under the registration 

tab, you can now search for and 
register for classes on your own 

time without waiting for hours.   
  

There is also an easy “how to” 
guide that can be helpful should 

you have any trouble with your 
online registration. 
  

As mentioned earlier, your student E
-mail is used exclusively through 

TechLink.  Most teachers mandate 
that all students use their TechLink E-

mail address due to some personal 
E-mail addresses being blocked by 

the Forsyth Tech server for security 
reasons.  Setting up your E-mail is 
simple and takes less than five 

minutes.   
  

Simply click on the E-mail set-up 
button at the top of the home screen 

and follow the easy instructions 
(which include retyping your login/

password and setting your time 
zone).  Becoming familiar with your 
student E-mail will save both you 

and your instructor’s time and ener-
gy when a situation arises in which 

you must get in contact with your 
instructor.  

  
So now that you know a few of the 

features, you’re just dying to get on 
TechLink and check it out, right?  To 
log on to TechLink, go to the Web 

address techlink.forsythtech.edu (do 
not use “www”).  You will then be 

asked to enter your user name and 
password.  Your user name and 

password formula is as follows: 
 

Let’s say my name is John Smith, my 
student number is 1234567, and 

my date of birth is 05/01/84. 

 
Type in your last name (Smith), your 

first initial (J), then the day in which 
you were born (01), and finally the 

last two digits of your student num-
ber (67) and your user name is 

complete.  So my username would 
be SmithJ0167. 
 

For your password, take the first 
two letters of your last name (Sm) 

and then type in your six digit birth-
day.  So my password would be 

Sm050184. 
 

It’s as simple as that.  
 
If for any reason you need help 

with any aspect of TechLink, feel 
free to call (336) 734-7395 and 

one of the trained staff will be able 
to help you out.  If you happen to 

be on campus, stop by the Learning 
Center in Room 143 of Ardmore 

Hall (first floor, next to the library) 
and one of the Learning Center 
staff will be happy to assist you 

with any questions you may have. 
 

TechLink can play a pivotal role in 
your success as a Forsyth Tech stu-

dent.  Now that you know where 
and how to log into TechLink, try it 

out for yourself.  Good luck!

businesses with indoor plumbing, 
there will always be job opportuni-

ty,” said Bowles.   
 
According to Worksource.com, a job 

information website, plumbers are 
one of the highest paid contractors 

and have one of the highest median 
wage jobs in the country. On aver-

age, an entry level plumber can 

charge $20-$28/hour, and a li-

censed plumber can ask for any-
thing up to $180-$210/hour.  

 
Logan Cline, a-20-year-old auto-

motive student from Pinnacle, under-
stands the importance of plumbing. 

“Plumbers are not shown enough 
appreciation. They have one of the 
nastiest jobs out there,” said Cline.  

 
At Forsyth Tech, the Plumbing Pro-

gram starts each fall semester. To 
get the Plumbing Diploma takes 

three semesters including one sum-
mer term. To get the Plumbing Cer-

tificate only takes two semesters.  
 
The career description on Forsyth 

Tech’s website states that there is a 
shortage of qualified plumbers on 

both state and national levels. For-
syth Tech’s program is designed to 

teach students how to install and 

repair plumbing systems, interpret 

blueprints, remove wastewater, and 
be responsible for sanitation. Stu-

dents are responsible for getting to 
and from job site training. 

 
RJ Anderson, a previous Forsyth 

Tech Student, has worked as a Me-
chanical Designer and department 
head for 27 years with William G. 

Robinson Jr. Consulting and Engi-
neering. “If you don’t mind getting 

dirty and working hard, plumbing is 
a great job because there will al-

ways be someone who needs a 
plumber,” said Anderson.
