This is recommended if you are planning on bringing in BattleTech miniatures. The paint set does not 

come with any models and will have to be purchased separately. 

This link is to some BattleTech miniatures that can be purchased on Amazon. They are pre-assembled 

and do not require glue. BattleTech Miniatures can be purchased here: Link 

Hobby cutters can be purchased from Hobby Lobby or Michael’s. These are 

only needed if your models are not already assembled. 

The recommended glue is Citadel Plastic glue. It can be purchased from 

Games Workshop for 8 dollars. 

 The solo cup is filled with water to clean your brush between paint colors. 

 This is not required but very useful. An empty 

medicine bottle with some sticky tac would do the same.
